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Brick Collections with V2 available: Renal

There are now two editions of the Renal Brick collection available. This document provides an
overview of the changes and what it means for you and your students.

As part of our commitment to provide up-to-date medical education solutions for medical
schools worldwide, the ScholarRx Medical Education team recently made updates to the Renal
Brick collection.

When searching for Bricks on the platform, the collections will default to the latest collection
(Edition 2). You can always access the previous edition of a collection via the new toggle option.
To toggle to a previous edition, select the desired edition from the new dropdown box located
at the top right of the screen. Please see images below for examples.

Additional changes to the collection include the renaming and revision of some Bricks to better
reflect the content. There are also Bricks that have been moved out this collection into other
collections, while others have been deleted. New Bricks have also been created and added to
the collection. Below is an overview of those changes and what they mean for you and your
students.

Renamed Bricks
Each of the following bricks have been reviewed, updated, and renamed:

e Renal Laboratory Tests and Urinalysis = Renal Laboratory Tests and Imaging

e Membranous Glomerulopathy = Membranous Nephropathy

e Diabetic Nephropathy = Diabetic Kidney Disease

e Acute Proliferative (Postinfectious) Glomerulonephritis = Postinfectious
Glomerulonephritis

e IgA Nephropathy and Henoch-Schénlein Purpura = IgA Nephropathy and IgA Vasculitis

e Tubulointerstitial Nephritis = Acute Interstitial Nephritis

e Hypertensive Nephrosclerosis = Effects of Hypertension on the Kidney

e Urothelial Tumors and Bladder Cancer = Bladder Cancer

e Oncocytoma = Renal Oncocytoma

e Goodpasture Syndrome = Anti-GBM Disease (Goodpasture Syndrome)

Bricks Moved out of Collection

You
will need to review these Bricks and your annotations.

o If you would like to use the Edition 1 of the Brick with the original annotations,
you can update the link to the Edition 1 version, but please note that Edition 1
